English Theatre Berlin | International Performing Arts Center puts its Miete where its mouth is with our annual festival featuring our most important resource – the community of international artists and the English-language Freie Szene. The 2014 Expat Expo: A Showcase of Wahlberliner will be held from June 9 – 15, 2014.
The Expo has three components: evening performances, daytime workshops and family-friendly performances and the Expat Markt, a weekend-long marketplace cum performance installation featuring the goods and services of international visual artists, business owners, folks who would typically sell things at the Nowkoelln Flowmarkt.
Each evening will feature a curated selection of performances by multiple artists (all imaginable genres), creating tasting flights for our audience that will range throughout our entire complex. Given the vast array of artists we want to host, technical support will be extremely limited. Think lights on and lights off. All performances will be given two hours of technical rehearsal on the day of the performance. You are, of course, welcome to bring your own equipment and gear. While we are primarily looking to program three different events each between 40 and 60 minutes in length for each of the five evenings, we are also happy to consider shorter formats. 

In addition to the versatile evening program, the Expat Expo will open its doors to artists and art educators for daytime workshops and performances. The target group can vary from Expo participants to families, senior citizens, you name it. Want to showcase your newest workshop? Have a participatory performance concept for a certain target audience? We would also like to welcome issue-based workshops dealing with questions of expat identity, immigration and the like. One goal in the selection of workshops, performances and other daytime program activities is to explore the role of the arts as a community builder through practical approaches. Do international artists of different genres living in Berlin feel a "social calling"?

Finally, the Expat Markt will be held on the weekend of June 14 and 15. Imagine a setup like Maybachufer with rows of tables and stands and walkways in between them. We want to bring together as many expat entrepreneurs as possible, selling as wide a variety of goods and services possible, with a mix of metaphorical performers thrown in for good measure. Think of someone selling rings made from old computer keyboards next to a booth selling cupcakes next to a stand featuring a curator selling "curation".
